In 1967, Justice Minister Pierre Trudeau introduced the most 
extensive revisions to the Criminal Code since the 1950s, which 
would decriminalize homosexuality and bring Canada’s laws up to 
contemporary society. 

“There’s no place for the state in the bedrooms 
of the nation. …what’s done in private between 
consenting adults doesn’t concern the Criminal

December 2014, Harper’s Conservative government replaced 
Canada’s old prostitution laws (which were struck down by the 
Supreme Court of Canada) with much broader new laws that make 
“Obtaining sexual services for consideration,” “Material benefit 
from sexual services” and “Advertising sexual services” crimes.

Laws that make buying sex a crime infringe upon our sexual 
freedom, in particular, the freedom to set the terms under which 
we agree to have sex. March to demand our sexual freedom!
